MEMBERSHIP

Membership is open to an individual who: 

· has a professional qualification in one of the disciplines associated with design team membership,  construction or health and safety, holds a valid registration certificate or qualification from such individual's particular professional body and has a minimum of  five years' relevant post qualification experience; or
· has 10 years' experience, not including training or apprenticeship, in the construction industry and a knowledge and experience of design procurement and construction;

and has passed such tests or courses on health and safety in the construction industry as the Executive Committee may require from time to time for admission as an Ordinary Member of the Association. 

AND ACCEPTS 

· an obligation to attend awareness and skills development courses in Health and Safety and Design and Construction matters relating to the role of Planning Supervisor in accordance with general guidance issued by the Association. 

· by Declaration, the Byelaws and Code of Conduct of the Association. 

· by Declaration, an obligation to participate in CPD annually. 

Members will be entered into the Association’s Register of Members and will be entitled to use the suffix “MaPS”.

EXAMINATIONS 

The examination must be taken by anyone applying for Ordinary Membership. 

Once your initial appliaction has been approved, APS will send you the examination, an open-book, multi-choice format, with six weeks in which to complete it.  On completion, the examination should be returned to APS together with the administration fee of £58.75.  You will be notified in writing of the result of your examination and those who are successful will be asked for the first year's subscription.  On receipt of this subscription, new members will be sent their certificates and information pack. 

Extensions of time may be granted in exceptional circumstances.  Exams are assessed by external assessors and may take several weeks.
