Summary:
This Practice Note is supplementary to the detailed Practice Note 1/02 on “Asbestos and Planning Supervision” published in April 2002, and should be read in conjunction with it. This supplementary Practice Note deals with some of the practical issues that have arisen in relation to asbestos as a result of publication of “The Control of Asbestos at Work Regulations 2002” (CAWR) which came into force on 21 May 2004. The APS Newsletter also covers asbestos issues, from time to time, and should be reviewed, perhaps using the APD CDM ROM record, to fill out the practice issues contained in Practice Notes 1/02 and this Practice Note.
